years of enjoying cottage life on the banks of the Rat River.   Their pas-
sion and love of antiques and history naturally progressed into opening a 

small town antiques store.  Back in the Day Antiques is the business ven-
ture that grew from their love of historical artefacts.  

 

Ken has been an antiques collector for most of his life.  Opening an an-
tiques store was the next logical step to expand his lifelong hobby.  After 

five months of researching the pros and cons of small business owner-
ship, the couple put both feet forward and decided to take the plunge.  

They attended several antique shows, visited other antique stores and spoke to others who were just as passionate 
about history as they are.   

 

They secured a venueðone half of the storefront at  131 St. Malo Street.  
Then they set out to obtain shelving and counters for their new shop.  

Inventory was gleaned from their own private collection as Ken recalls ñI 
had been collecting for quite some time.ò  Stock was moved into the new 

space during the very frigid months of December and January, not the 

best time of year to be moving, but their goal was to have the storeôs 
doors open on February 1.   

 
The new entrepreneurs persisted and on February 1, 2011, they opened.  

Despite the -32 temperatures and -43 degree wind chill, many customers 
walked through the door to welcome the new business to St. Malo.   

 

Ken and Carol both indicated they have received nothing but positive com-
ments and a very warm welcome from local residents.  ñWe are having a 

great time, meeting new people and selling our antiques,ò Ken said.   
 

ñThe inventory changes every week and the more we sell, the more I have to replace with new interesting and unique 

items,ò he added.  ñYou just never know who is going to come in and what they are looking for.ò 
 

Back in the Day does buy and sell antiques.
