The annual Iron Man event tests a soap box racerôs skill and nerve as he/she is ex-
pected to complete a series of events for points, while racing through an obstacle 
course.  The event always draws a huge crowd of spectators eager to watch the racers 
compete and just as eager to see who will be crowned Soap Box Iron Man for another 
year!

The St. Malo Summer Festival began 11 years ago as a com-
munity celebration and to raise funds for sports teams in the 
area.  Today, it has evolved into a weekend-long, fun-filled fes-
tival held annually on the September long weekend. 
 
The Summer Festivalôs organizing committee consists of a rep-
resentative from the Southeast Royals gymnastics club, St. 
Malo Minor Baseball, Rat River Minor Hockey, the St. Malo 
Warriors Junior B hockey team and the Alouettes hockey club.  
Past members have included the St. Malo Arena and the Tin 
Cup Hockey League. 

The Summer Festival has evolved over the years, trying different activi-
ties to bring as many people into our local community as possible.  It 
first began as a three day event featuring several community social eve-
nings.  The festival has since grown dramatically and evolved to include 
such events as a vintage car show, parade, kids day activities, slow 
pitch baseball tournament, massive silent auction, scavenger hunt, pan-
cake breakfast and the increasingly popular signature eventðsoap box 
races.  The weekend closes with a social evening on Sunday night. 
 
The soap box races are the highlight of the yearly festival with estab-
lished rivalries and new and improved race cars being built every year.
