Street.  It is owned and operated by Lori St. Vincent.  Origi-
nally from Winnipeg, Lori has lived in St. Malo for about 15 
years.  During this time, sheôs worked in Niverville, Dominion 
City, and lastly in Altona.  Most of her working career has 
been in bookkeeping, but the complete change in workplace 
has been exciting, challenging, and very rewarding. 
 
The idea of a gift store was originally "born" in April, 2009.  
The small storefront was under wraps for a few months while 
everything was painted from top to bottom.  Several pieces of old furniture  were restored and given a new life as dis-
plays for the numerous arts & crafts available. 
  
Little Details is a connection point for a variety of local artists and craftspeople wanting to display their merchandise all 
year round - and shoppers wanting unique, hand-crafted items for gifts or to collect.  In August, there were 14 different 
artists represented in the store.  By the end of December this number had grown to almost 35 and by mid-February 
there were 39.  Several other artists are currently "in the works", and Lori's intention is to continue to expand the variety 
of crafts available so there is something for everyone! 
  
The store quietly opened for business on August 1, and has since greeted customers from St. Malo to both Canadian 
coasts, and even England and Australia!  Halloween featured rental costumes (also made locally), free draws, spooky 
music and cobwebs, and stayed open until the ghosts and ghouls quit visiting.  Christmas season saw the windows filled 
by two decorated trees, seasonal music, and the store filled with a variety of hand-crafted seasonal items.  Holidays are 
a great chance to decorate the store to make shopping a little more fun, and each year should just get better and better! 
 
In November,  Lori was approached by Sears Canada and offered the opportunity to become the new catalogue outlet - 
she didn't hesitate to accept, and on December 2nd the store received its first catalogue shipment.  The store held its 
grand opening celebration on December 12th with samples of locally made puffed wheat cake, hot chocolate brewed 
right in the store, and opportunity to chat with a few of the artists!   
 
Little Details offers gift wrapping with re-usable gift bags or gifts can also be boxed and wrapped with your choice of a 
variety of patterned papers, ribbons and bows.    Lori has a number of ideas for other products and services still to 
come, and customers have  made many welcome suggestions.   If you haven't been to Little Details, you are invited to 
stop in for the "Grand Tour".  If you haven't been there for a while, you are welcome to stop in and check out the 
changes!  The entire staff is available to help make gift giving fun and stress free - to help find the perfect gift or artist to 
custom make it - to individually wrap it up to look great - in a casual atmosphere close to home!
