The Girouards breed dual registered Huacaya alpacas.  The animas are very charming, docile crea-
tures that are well suited for our varying Manitoba climate.  Most alpacas are bred for their wool 
which is very soft and hypo-allergenic.  The wool contains no lanolin and is many times warmer than 
sheepôs wool.  Alpaca wool comes in 22 natural colours and can be dyed to suit different tastes.
